o 266 hektar skov i Dsterild Klitplantage i Thy skal feeldes for at give plads
til et nationalt testcenter for syv keempevindmagller ad gangen pa op til

Vindmgllerne vil have blinkende advarselslys og kunne ses fraen
afstand af 50 kilometer.

e Bag beslutningen far sommerferien star foruden regeringen ogsa Dansk
Folkeparti, Socialdemokraterne og SF.

e Kaempevindmgllerne kommer til at std mellem Nationalpark Thy og det EU-
beskyttede fuglereservat, Vejlerne.

e Blandt andre Danmarks Naturfredningsforening har indklaget staten for EU-
Kommissionen under paberabelse af, at testcentret strider mod EU-direktivet
om dyrs levesteder og ikke er miljgvurderet korrekt. EU-Kommissionen ventes
at tage stilling senere pa maneden.

e Lokale lodsejere har herhjemme staevnet Miljgministeriet. Vestre Landsret skal
den 11. august tage stilling til, om de er berettigede til at anleegge sag.

Facts about Wind center i Thy:

e 266 acres of forest in Dsterild Klitplantage in Thy must be felled to make way for a
national test center for seven giant wind turbines at a time of up to 250 meters. The
turbines will have a flashing warning light and be visible from a distance of 50
kilometers.

e Behind the decision before the summer is in addition the government also Danish
People's Party, the Social Democrats and SF.

e Giant turbines are going to stand between Thy National Park and the EU protected
bird sanctuary, shallows.

e Among other Danish Nature Conservation Association has taken an action against
the State for the EU Commission in the name of the test center is contrary to the EU
directive on animal habitats and not environmentally assessed correctly. European
Commission is expected to rule later this month.

e Local landowners have at home regatta Ministry of Environment. High Court, the
11th August to decide whether they are entitled to sue.

e Saturday morning managed a flock of about 40 people to stop forest workers trying
to clear space for future wind-testing facility, and logging is now expected to start
during the week.
